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Chapter One: Are You Really Saved?

In Order to find out if you are really saved, We
have to go to the Final Authority The Word Of
God. All scripture in this book will come from the
Authorized King James Version Bible.

First things First. This is not about someone’s
religion. This is about having a personal
relationship with The Lord! The first record of this
is found in:

Genesis 4:25-26 - And Adam knew his wife again; and
she bare a son, and called his name Seth: For God,
said she, hath appointed me another seed instead of
Abel, whom Cain slew. And to Seth, to him also there
was born a son; and he called his name Enos: then
began men to call upon the name of the LORD.

Later on we see God calling on Abram to
create a Godly Nation.

Genesis 12:1-3 - Now the LORD had said unto Abram,
Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and
from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew
thee: And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will
bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be
a blessing: And I will bless them that bless thee, and
curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all
families of the earth be blessed.

This passes down through Abraham, Isaac,
then Jacob who God renames him as Israel.

Genesis 32:24-28 - And Jacob was left alone; and
there wrestled a man with him until the breaking of the
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day. And when he saw that he prevailed not against
him, he touched the hollow of his thigh, and the hollow
of Jacob's thigh was out of joint, as he wrestled with
him. And he said, Let me go, for the day breaketh. And
he said, I will not let thee go, except thou bless me. And
he said unto him, What is thy name? And he said,
Jacob. And he said, Thy name shall be called no more
Jacob, but Israel: for as a prince hast thou power with
God and with men, and hast prevailed.

Then this relationship is passed down to
Joseph.

Genesis 45:1-46:34 - Then Joseph could not refrain
himself before all them that stood by him,; and he cried,
Cause every man to go out from me. And there stood no
man with him, while Joseph made himself known unto
his brethren. And he wept aloud: and the Egyptians
and the house of Pharaoh heard. And Joseph said unto
his brethren, I am Joseph; doth my father yet live? And
his brethren could not answer him; for they were
troubled at his presence. And Joseph said unto his
brethren, Come near to me, I pray you. And they came
near. And he said, I am Joseph your brother, whom ye
sold into Egypt. Now therefore be not grieved, nor
angry with yourselves, that ye sold me hither: for God
did send me before you to preserve life. For these two
years hath the famine been in the land: and yet there
are five years, in the which there shall neither be
earing nor harvest. And God sent me before you to
preserve you a posterity in the earth, and to save your
lives by a great deliverance. So now it was not you that
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sent me hither, but God: and he hath made me a father
to Pharaoh, and lord of all his house, and a ruler
throughout all the land of Egypt. Haste ye, and go up
to my father, and say unto him, Thus saith thy son
Joseph, God hath made me lord of all Egypt: come
down unto me, tarry not: And thou shalt dwell in the
land of Goshen, and thou shalt be near unto me, thou,
and thy children, and thy children’s children, and thy
flocks, and thy herds, and all that thou hast: And there
will I nourish thee; for yet there are five years of
famine; lest thou, and thy household, and all that thou
hast, come to poverty. And, behold, your eyes see, and
the eyes of my brother Benjamin, that it is my mouth
that speaketh unto you. And ye shall tell my father of
all my glory in Egypt, and of all that ye have seen; and
ye shall haste and bring down my father hither. And he
fell upon his brother Benjamin's neck, and wept; and
Benjamin wept upon his neck. Moreover he kissed all
his brethren, and wept upon them: and after that his
brethren talked with him. And the fame thereof was
heard in Pharaoh's house, saying, Joseph's brethren
are come: and it pleased Pharaoh well, and his
servants. And Pharaoh said unto Joseph, Say unto thy
brethren, This do ye,; lade your beasts, and go, get you
unto the land of Canaan; And take your father and
your households, and come unto me: and I will give
you the good of the land of Egypt, and ye shall eat the
fat of the land. Now thou art commanded, this do ye,
take you wagons out of the land of Egypt for your little
ones, and for your wives, and bring your father, and

come. Also regard not your stuff; for the good of all the
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land of Egypt is yours. And the children of Israel did
so: and Joseph gave them wagons, according to the
commandment of Pharaoh, and gave them provision
for the way. To all of them he gave each man changes
of raiment; but to Benjamin he gave three hundred
pieces of silver, and five changes of raiment. And to his
father he sent after this manner; ten asses laden with
the good things of Egypt, and ten she asses laden with
corn and bread and meat for his father by the way. So
he sent his brethren away, and they departed: and he
said unto them, See that ye fall not out by the way. And
they went up out of Egypt, and came into the land of
Canaan unto Jacob their father, And told him, saying,
Joseph is yet alive, and he is governor over all the land
of Egypt. And Jacob's heart fainted, for he believed
them not. And they told him all the words of Joseph,
which he had said unto them: and when he saw the
wagons which Joseph had sent to carry him, the spirit
of Jacob their father revived: And Israel said, It is
enough, Joseph my son is yet alive: I will go and see
him before I die. And Israel took his journey with all
that he had, and came to Beersheba, and offered
sacrifices unto the God of his father Isaac. And God
spake unto Israel in the visions of the night, and said,
Jacob, Jacob. And he said, Here am I. And he said, 1
am God, the God of thy father: fear not to go down into
Egypt; for I will there make of thee a great nation: I
will go down with thee into Egypt;, and I will also
surely bring thee up again: and Joseph shall put his
hand upon thine eyes. And Jacob rose up from

Beersheba: and the sons of Israel carried Jacob their
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father, and their little ones, and their wives, in the
wagons which Pharaoh had sent to carry him. And they
took their cattle, and their goods, which they had
gotten in the land of Canaan, and came into Egypt,
Jacob, and all his seed with him: His sons, and his
sons' sons with him, his daughters, and his sons’
daughters, and all his seed brought he with him into
Egypt. And these are the names of the children of
Israel, which came into Egypt, Jacob and his sons:
Reuben, Jacob's firstborn. And the sons of Reuben;
Hanoch, and Phallu, and Hezron, and Carmi. And the
sons of Simeon; Jemuel, and Jamin, and Ohad, and
Jachin, and Zohar, and Shaul the son of a Canaanitish
woman. And the sons of Levi; Gershon, Kohath, and
Merari. And the sons of Judah; Er, and Onan, and
Shelah, and Pharez, and Zerah: but Er and Onan died
in the land of Canaan. And the sons of Pharez were
Hezron and Hamul. And the sons of Issachar;, Tola,
and Phuvah, and Job, and Shimron. And the sons of
Zebulun, Sered, and Elon, and Jahleel. These be the
sons of Leah, which she bare wunto Jacob in
Padanaram, with his daughter Dinah: all the souls of
his sons and his daughters were thirty and three. And
the sons of Gad; Ziphion, and Haggi, Shuni, and
Ezbon, Eri, and Arodi, and Areli. And the sons of
Asher; Jimnah, and Ishuah, and Isui, and Beriah, and
Serah their sister: and the sons of Beriah; Heber, and
Malchiel. These are the sons of Zilpah, whom Laban
gave to Leah his daughter, and these she bare unto
Jacob, even sixteen souls. The sons of Rachel Jacob's

wife,; Joseph, and Benjamin. And unto Joseph in the
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land of Egypt were born Manasseh and Ephraim,
which Asenath the daughter of Potipherah priest of On
bare unto him. And the sons of Benjamin were Belah,
and Becher, and Ashbel, Gera, and Naaman, Ehi, and
Rosh, Muppim, and Huppim, and Ard. These are the
sons of Rachel, which were born to Jacob: all the souls
were fourteen. And the sons of Dan; Hushim. And the
sons of Naphtali; Jahzeel, and Guni, and Jezer, and
Shillem. These are the sons of Bilhah, which Laban
gave unto Rachel his daughter, and she bare these unto
Jacob: all the souls were seven. All the souls that came
with Jacob into Egypt, which came out of his loins,
besides Jacob's sons' wives, all the souls were
threescore and six; And the sons of Joseph, which were
born him in Egypt, were two souls: all the souls of the
house of Jacob, which came into Egypt, were
threescore and ten. And he sent Judah before him unto
Joseph, to direct his face unto Goshen; and they came
into the land of Goshen. And Joseph made ready his
chariot, and went up to meet Israel his father, to
Goshen, and presented himself unto him; and he fell on
his neck, and wept on his neck a good while. And Israel
said unto Joseph, Now let me die, since I have seen thy
face, because thou art yet alive. And Joseph said unto
his brethren, and unto his father’s house, I will go up,
and shew Pharaoh, and say unto him, My brethren, and
my father’s house, which were in the land of Canaan,
are come unto me;, And the men are shepherds, for
their trade hath been to feed cattle; and they have
brought their flocks, and their herds, and all that they

have. And it shall come to pass, when Pharaoh shall
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call you, and shall say, What is your occupation? That
ye shall say, Thy servants' trade hath been about cattle
from our youth even until now, both we, and also our
fathers: that ye may dwell in the land of Goshen, for
every shepherd is an abomination unto the Egyptians.

Then after the death of Joseph, God’s chosen
people Israel, the Jewish people were enslaved
for 400 years in the land of Egypt. Then comes
the birth of Moses, the children of Israel cry out to
God.

Exodus 2:23-25 - And it came to pass in process of
time, that the king of Egypt died: and the children of
Israel sighed by reason of the bondage, and they cried,
and their cry came up unto God by reason of the
bondage. And God heard their groaning, and God
remembered his covenant with Abraham, with Isaac,
and with Jacob. And God looked upon the children of
Israel, and God had respect unto them.

Then God calls Moses to deliver the children of
Israel from Egypt.

Exodus 3:1-21 - Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his
father in law, the priest of Midian: and he led the flock
to the backside of the desert, and came to the mountain
of God, even to Horeb. And the angel of the LORD
appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of
a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned
with fire, and the bush was not consumed. And Moses
said, I will now turn aside, and see this great sight, why
the bush is not burnt. And when the LORD saw that he
turned aside to see, God called unto him out of the
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midst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said,
Here am I. And he said, Draw not nigh hither: put off
thy shoes from off thy feet, for the place whereon thou
standest is holy ground. Moreover he said, I am the
God of thy father, the God of Abraham, the God of
Isaac, and the God of Jacob. And Moses hid his face;
for he was afraid to look upon God. And the LORD
said, I have surely seen the affliction of my people
which are in Egypt, and have heard their cry by reason
of their taskmasters; for I know their sorrows; And I
am come down to deliver them out of the hand of the
Egyptians, and to bring them up out of that land unto a
good land and a large, unto a land flowing with milk
and honey, unto the place of the Canaanites, and the
Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Perizzites, and the
Hivites, and the Jebusites. Now therefore, behold, the
cry of the children of Israel is come unto me: and I
have also seen the oppression wherewith the Egyptians
oppress them. Come now therefore, and I will send thee
unto Pharaoh, that thou mayest bring forth my people
the children of Israel out of Egypt. And Moses said
unto God, Who am I, that I should go unto Pharaoh,
and that I should bring forth the children of Israel out
of Egypt? And he said, Certainly I will be with thee,
and this shall be a token unto thee, that I have sent
thee: When thou hast brought forth the people out of
Egypt, ye shall serve God upon this mountain. And
Moses said unto God, Behold, when I come unto the
children of Israel, and shall say unto them, The God of
your fathers hath sent me unto you, and they shall say

to me, What is his name? what shall I say unto them?
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And God said unto Moses, I AM THAT I AM: and he
said, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of Israel, 1
AM hath sent me unto you. And God said moreover
unto Moses, Thus shalt thou say unto the children of
Israel, The LORD God of your fathers, the God of
Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob, hath
sent me unto you: this is my name for ever, and this is
my memorial unto all generations. Go, and gather the
elders of Israel together, and say unto them, The LORD
God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, of Isaac, and
of Jacob, appeared unto me, saying, I have surely
visited you, and seen that which is done to you in
Egypt: And I have said, I will bring you up out of the
affliction of Egypt unto the land of the Canaanites, and
the Hittites, and the Amorites, and the Perizzites, and
the Hivites, and the Jebusites, unto a land flowing with
milk and honey. And they shall hearken to thy voice:
and thou shalt come, thou and the elders of Israel, unto
the king of Egypt, and ye shall say unto him, The
LORD God of the Hebrews hath met with us: and now
let us go, we beseech thee, three days' journey into the
wilderness, that we may sacrifice to the LORD our
God. And I am sure that the king of Egypt will not let
you go, no, not by a mighty hand. And I will stretch out
my hand, and smite Egypt with all my wonders which I
will do in the midst thereof: and after that he will let
you go. And I will give this people favour in the sight of
the Egyptians: and it shall come to pass, that, when ye
go, ye shall not go empty:

Then comes the Passover, God delivers His
people.
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Exodus 12:12-14 - For I will pass through the land of
Egypt this night, and will smite all the firstborn in the
land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the
gods of Egypt I will execute judgment: I am the LORD.
And the blood shall be to you for a token upon the
houses where ye are: and when I see the blood, I will
pass over you, and the plague shall not be upon you to
destroy you, when I smite the land of Egypt. And this
day shall be unto you for a memorial, and ye shall keep
it a feast to the LORD throughout your generations; ye
shall keep it a feast by an ordinance for ever.

Then God parts the Red Sea for the children of
Israel to pass over, and destroys Pharaohs army
and drowns them all.

Exodus 14:21-31 - And Moses stretched out his hand
over the sea; and the LORD caused the sea to go back
by a strong east wind all that night, and made the sea
dry land, and the waters were divided. And the children
of Israel went into the midst of the sea upon the dry
ground: and the waters were a wall unto them on their
right hand, and on their left. And the Egyptians
pursued, and went in after them to the midst of the sea,
even all Pharaoh's horses, his chariots, and his
horsemen. And it came to pass, that in the morning
watch the LORD looked unto the host of the Egyptians
through the pillar of fire and of the cloud, and troubled
the host of the Egyptians, And took off their chariot
wheels, that they drave them heavily: so that the
Egyptians said, Let us flee from the face of Israel; for
the LORD fighteth for them against the Egyptians. And
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the LORD said unto Moses, Stretch out thine hand over
the sea, that the waters may come again upon the
Egyptians, wupon their chariots, and upon their
horsemen. And Moses stretched forth his hand over the
sea, and the sea returned to his strength when the
morning appeared; and the Egyptians fled against it;
and the LORD overthrew the Egyptians in the midst of
the sea. And the waters returned, and covered the
chariots, and the horsemen, and all the host of
Pharaoh that came into the sea after them, there
remained not so much as one of them. But the children
of Israel walked upon dry land in the midst of the sea;
and the waters were a wall unto them on their right
hand, and on their left. Thus the LORD saved Israel
that day out of the hand of the Egyptians, and Israel
saw the Egyptians dead upon the sea shore. And Israel
saw that great work which the LORD did upon the
Egyptians: and the people feared the LORD, and
believed the LORD, and his servant Moses.

Then God gives Moses the Ten
Commandments.

Exodus 20:1-26 - And God spake all these words,
saying, I am the LORD thy God, which have brought
thee out of the land of Egypt, out of the house of
bondage. Thou shalt have no other gods before me.
Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or
any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or
that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water
under the earth: Thou shalt not bow down thyself to
them, nor serve them: for I the LORD thy God am a
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Jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers upon the
children unto the third and fourth generation of them
that hate me; And shewing mercy unto thousands of
them that love me, and keep my commandments. Thou
shalt not take the name of the LORD thy God in vain;
for the LORD will not hold him guiltless that taketh his
name in vain. Remember the sabbath day, to keep it
holy. Six days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work:
But the seventh day is the sabbath of the LORD thy
God: in it thou shalt not do any work, thou, nor thy
son, nor thy daughter, thy manservant, nor thy
maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy stranger that is
within thy gates: For in six days the LORD made
heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is, and
rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed
the sabbath day, and hallowed it. Honour thy father
and thy mother: that thy days may be long upon the
land which the LORD thy God giveth thee. Thou shalt
not kill. Thou shalt not commit adultery. Thou shalt not
steal. Thou shalt not bear false witness against thy
neighbour. Thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's house,
thou shalt not covet thy neighbour's wife, nor his
manservant, nor his maidservant, nor his ox, nor his
ass, nor any thing that is thy neighbour's. And all the
people saw the thunderings, and the lightnings, and the
noise of the trumpet, and the mountain smoking: and
when the people saw it, they removed, and stood afar
off. And they said unto Moses, Speak thou with us, and
we will hear: but let not God speak with us, lest we die.
And Moses said unto the people, Fear not: for God is

come to prove you, and that his fear may be before
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your faces, that ye sin not. And the people stood afar
off, and Moses drew near unto the thick darkness
where God was. And the LORD said unto Moses, Thus
thou shalt say unto the children of Israel, Ye have seen
that I have talked with you from heaven. Ye shall not
make with me gods of silver, neither shall ye make unto
you gods of gold. An altar of earth thou shalt make
unto me, and shalt sacrifice thereon thy burnt offerings,
and thy peace offerings, thy sheep, and thine oxen: in
all places where I record my name I will come unto
thee, and I will bless thee. And if thou wilt make me an
altar of stone, thou shalt not build it of hewn stone: for
if thou lift up thy tool upon it, thou hast polluted it.
Neither shalt thou go up by steps unto mine altar, that
thy nakedness be not discovered thereon.

This is followed by God giving the law to
Moses. However the law Never Saved Anyone!
God was giving His people the standards He
wanted them to live by. However the law served
as a school master to bring us to faith in the
coming of God’'s Only Begotten Son The Lord
Jesus Christ.

Isaiah 7:14 - Therefore the Lord himself shall give you
a sign; Behold, a virgin shall conceive, and bear a son,
and shall call his name Immanuel.

Also read.

Isaiah 9:6-7 - For unto us a child is born, unto us a
son is given: and the government shall be upon his
shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful,

Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father,
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The Prince of Peace. Of the increase of his government
and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of
David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to
establish it with judgment and with justice from
henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts
will perform this.

These Old Testament prophecies were fulfilled
with the birth of Christ.

Luke 2:7-18 - And she brought forth her firstborn son,
and wrapped him in swaddling clothes, and laid him in
a manger, because there was no room for them in the
inn. And there were in the same country shepherds
abiding in the field, keeping watch over their flock by
night. And, lo, the angel of the Lord came upon them,
and the glory of the Lord shone round about them: and
they were sore afraid. And the angel said unto them,
Fear not: for, behold, I bring you good tidings of great
Jjoy, which shall be to all people. For unto you is born
this day in the city of David a Saviour, which is Christ
the Lord. And this shall be a sign unto you; Ye shall
find the babe wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a
manger. And suddenly there was with the angel a
multitude of the heavenly host praising God, and
saying, Glory to God in the highest, and on earth
peace, good will toward men. And it came to pass, as
the angels were gone away from them into heaven, the
shepherds said one to another, Let us now go even unto
Bethlehem, and see this thing which is come to pass,
which the Lord hath made known unto us. And they
came with haste, and found Mary, and Joseph, and the
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babe lying in a manger. And when they had seen it,
they made known abroad the saying which was told
them concerning this child. And all they that heard it
wondered at those things which were told them by the
shepherds.

This is also the fulfillment of.

John 3:16 - For God so loved the world, that he gave
his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him
should not perish, but have everlasting life.

Here is what the Lord Jesus said when the

Apostle Thomas asks the Lord how do we get to
Heaven.
John 14:1-6 - Let not your heart be troubled: ye
believe in God, believe also in me. In my Father's
house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would
have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I
go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and
receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may
be also. And whither I go ye know, and the way ye
know. Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not
whither thou goest; and how can we know the way?
Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the
life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.

But let's take a look at verse six. The Lord
Jesus makes it clear, there is no other way to
Heaven.

John 14:6 - Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the

truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but
by me.
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Jesus made it clear there is No Other Way To
Heaven! He backed that up with the miracle of the
Resurrection. Paul tells us what the only saving
gospel is in.

1 Corinthians 15:1-4 - Moreover, brethren, I declare
unto you the gospel which I preached unto you, which
also ye have received, and wherein ye stand,; By which
also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I
preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain. For
I delivered unto you first of all that which I also
received, how that Christ died for our sins according to
the scriptures; And that he was buried, and that he rose
again the third day according to the scriptures:

To sum this up there is no amount of good
works or deeds that will help get you to Heaven.
Look at.

Ephesians 2:8-10 - For by grace are ye saved through
faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:
Not of works, lest any man should boast. For we are
his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus unto good
works, which God hath before ordained that we should
walk in them.

No Religion, No Church Membership, No
Baptism nor any other good works will get you to
Heaven. It would be an insult to think anyone
could add unto what Jesus did at the Cross of
Calvary. And then the miracle of The
Resurrection. Look at:

Romans 5:6-9 - For when we were yet without

strength, in due time Christ died for the ungodly. For
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scarcely for a righteous man will one die: yet
peradventure for a good man some would even dare to
die. But God commendeth his love toward us, in that,
while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us. Much
more then, being now justified by his blood, we shall be
saved from wrath through him.

The Word of God makes it clear that Jesus
paid our sin debt.

FIVE THINGS GOD WANTS YOU TO KNOW
1. We are all sinners.

Romans 3:23 - For all have sinned, and come short of
the glory of God,

Isaiah 53:6 - All we like sheep have gone astray, we
have turned every one to his own way, and the LORD
hath laid on him the iniquity of us all.

Romans 3:10 - As it is written, There is none righteous,
no, not one:

2. We all owe a sin dept.

Romans 6:23 - For the wages of sin is death, but the
gift of God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our
Lord.

Revelation 20:14 - And death and hell were cast into
the lake of fire. This is the second death.

3. We cannot save ourselves.

Ephesians 2:8-9 - For by grace are ye saved through
faith; and that not of yourselves: it is the gift of God:
Not of works, lest any man should boast.
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4. Jesus has already paid our dept.

Romans 5:8 - But God commendeth his love toward us,

in that, while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.

5. We must all get right with God and trust Jesus
as our personal savior.

Luke 13:5 - I tell you, Nay: but, except ye repent, ye

shall all likewise perish.

John 14:6 - Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the

truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but

by me.

Romans 10:9 - That if thou shalt confess with thy

mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart

that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be
saved.

Romans 10:13 - For whosoever shall call upon the
name of the Lord shall be saved.
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Chapter Two: Now That You Are Saved
What’s Next?

The first and most important thing is assurance
of your salvation. In the book of Hebrews let's look
at.

Hebrews 13:5 - Let your conversation be without
covetousness, and be content with such things as ye
have: for he hath said, I will never leave thee, nor
forsake thee.

| am going to give you from the Word of God
the Bible verses that give you assurance of your
salvation. The Death Burial and Resurrection of
the Lord Jesus Christ Paid For |t ALL.

Hebrews 1:1-14 - God, who at sundry times and in
divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by
the prophets, Hath in these last days spoken unto us by
his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by
whom also he made the worlds;, Who being the
brightness of his glory, and the express image of his
person, and upholding all things by the word of his
power, when he had by himself purged our sins, sat
down on the right hand of the Majesty on high, Being
made so much better than the angels, as he hath by
inheritance obtained a more excellent name than they.
For unto which of the angels said he at any time, Thou
art my Son, this day have I begotten thee? And again, 1
will be to him a Father, and he shall be to me a Son?

Martha saith unto him, I know that he
shall rise again in the resurrection at the last day.

he live: And whosoever liveth and believeth in me shall
never die. Believest thou this?

Also in 1 John chapter five.

1 John 5:10-13 - He that believeth on the Son of God
hath the witness in himself: he that believeth not God
hath made him a liar; because he believeth not the
record that God gave of his Son. And this is the record,
that God hath given to us eternal life, and this life is in
his Son. He that hath the Son hath life; and he that hath
not the Son of God hath not life.

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Chapter Three: The Lord Jesus Tells Us
What the New Birth Is All About

The Lord was speaking to Nicodemus, He was
a Pharisee a ruler of the Jews. We pick up the
encounter in verse two in chapter three in John.

John 3:2-21 - The same came to Jesus by night, and
said unto him, Rabbi, we know that thou art a teacher
come from God: for no man can do these miracles that
thou doest, except God be with him. Jesus answered
and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee,
Except a man be born again, he cannot see the
kingdom of God. Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a
man be born when he is old? can he enter the second
time into his mother's womb, and be born? Jesus
answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man
be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into
the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is
flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.
Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born
again. The wind bloweth where it listeth, and thou
hearest the sound thereof, but canst not tell whence it
cometh, and whither it goeth: so is every one that is
born of the Spirit. Nicodemus answered and said unto
him, How can these things be? Jesus answered and
said unto him, Art thou a master of Israel, and knowest
not these things? Verily, verily, I say unto thee, We
speak that we do know, and testify that we have seen;
and ye receive not our witness. If I have told you
earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe,
if I tell you of heavenly things? And no man hath
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ascended up to heaven, but he that came down from
heaven, even the Son of man which is in heaven. And as
Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so
must the Son of man be lifted up: That whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal
life. For God so loved the world, that he gave his only
begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should
not perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not
his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that
the world through him might be saved. He that
believeth on him is not condemned: but he that
believeth not is condemned already, because he hath
not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of
God. And this is the condemnation, that light is come
into the world, and men loved darkness rather than
light, because their deeds were evil. For every one that
doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light,
lest his deeds should be reproved. But he that doeth
truth cometh to the light, that his deeds may be made
manifest, that they are wrought in God.

The Lord Jesus gets right to the point. He tells
Nicodemus, that man has to be born again.
Nicodemus thinks he is talking about the flesh.
However Jesus explains in verse five and six that
it is a spiritual birth. In verse five the term Born of
Water, does not mean Baptism, it may be a dual
prophecy. Frist a mother breaking her water
before your birth. The second meaning is the
Water of the Word, in other words we need a
physical birth, plus a spiritual birth that comes
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from above. And listen to what the Bible says in.

Revelation 22:17 - And the Spirit and the bride say,
Come. And let him that heareth say, Come. And let him
that is athirst come. And whosoever will, let him take
the water of life freely.

The bottom line is the Lord Jesus is explaining
to Nicodemus what happens to a person when
they come to a saving knowledge of salvation.
Take a look at.

Hebrews 11:6 - But without faith it is impossible to
please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that
he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently
seek him.

And also.
Romans 10:17 - So then faith cometh by hearing, and
hearing by the word of God.

Then.
Romans 10:9-13 - That if thou shalt confess with thy
mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart
that God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be
saved. For with the heart man believeth unto
righteousness, and with the mouth confession is made
unto salvation. For the scripture saith, Whosoever
believeth on him shall not be ashamed. For there is no
difference between the Jew and the Greek: for the same
Lord over all is rich unto all that call upon him. For
whosoever shall call upon the name of the Lord shall
be saved.

As a born again believer we have a bright

future in eternity. Amen!
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Chapter Four: Our Responsibility To Follow
The Lord In Scriptural Baptism, The Lord’s
Supper, Church Membership, Plus Your
Prayer Life.

Matthew 3:1-17 - In those days came John the Baptist,
preaching in the wilderness of Judaea, And saying,
Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. For
this is he that was spoken of by the prophet Esaias,
saying, The voice of one crying in the wilderness,
Prepare ye the way of the Lord, make his paths
straight. And the same John had his raiment of camel's
hair, and a leathern girdle about his loins, and his
meat was locusts and wild honey. Then went out to him
Jerusalem, and all Judaea, and all the region round
about Jordan, And were baptized of him in Jordan,
confessing their sins. But when he saw many of the
Pharisees and Sadducees come to his baptism, he said
unto them, O generation of vipers, who hath warned
you to flee from the wrath to come? Bring forth
therefore fruits meet for repentance: And think not to
say within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father:
for I say unto you, that God is able of these stones to
raise up children unto Abraham. And now also the axe
is laid unto the root of the trees: therefore every tree
which bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and
cast into the fire. I indeed baptize you with water unto
repentance: but he that cometh after me is mightier
than I, whose shoes I am not worthy to bear: he shall
baptize you with the Holy Ghost, and with fire: Whose
fan is in his hand, and he will throughly purge his

floor, and gather his wheat into the garner, but he will
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burn up the chaff with unquenchable fire. Then cometh
Jesus from Galilee to Jordan unto John, to be baptized
of him. But John forbad him, saying, I have need to be
baptized of thee, and comest thou to me? And Jesus
answering said unto him, Suffer it to be so now: for
thus it becometh us to fulfil all righteousness. Then he
suffered him. And Jesus, when he was baptized, went
up straightway out of the water: and, lo, the heavens
were opened unto him, and he saw the Spirit of God
descending like a dove, and lighting upon him: And lo
a voice from heaven, saying, This is my beloved Son, in
whom I am well pleased.

Here we have the ministry of John the Baptist
preaching repent ye. Many from Jerusalem and all
Judea and all the region round about Jordan.
Then comes Jesus to set an example for all
believers who repent to follow Him and be
baptized. Only believers who have repented of
their sins are authorized to be baptized. And
baptism is one of the two ordinances of the
church.

The other ordinance is the Lord’s Supper, and
that was Passover.

Matthew 26:26-30 - And as they were eating, Jesus
took bread, and blessed it, and brake it, and gave it to
the disciples, and said, Take, eat, this is my body. And
he took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them,
saying, Drink ye all of it; For this is my blood of the
new testament, which is shed for many for the
remission of sins. But I say unto you, I will not drink
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henceforth of this fruit of the vine, until that day when I
drink it new with you in my Father's kingdom. And
when they had sung an hymn, they went out into the
mount of Olives.

We are to do this in remembrance of our Lord
and Savior the Lord Jesus Christ.

Now we move on to a very serious subject,
Your Church Membership. This is very important.

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Chapter Five: Looking Forward To The
Blessed Hope Of Thessalonians, “The
Resurrection” Also Our Glorified Body.

The Apostle Paul first reveals to us the mystery
of the coming of our Lord to take us home. This
also is a fulfillment of the words of Jesus in.

John 14:1-6 - Let not your heart be troubled: ye
believe in God, believe also in me. In my Father's
house are many mansions: if it were not so, I would
have told you. I go to prepare a place for you. And if I
go and prepare a place for you, I will come again, and
receive you unto myself; that where I am, there ye may
be also. And whither I go ye know, and the way ye
know. Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not
whither thou goest; and how can we know the way?
Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the
life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.

Then the Apostle Paul reveals the secret
Resurrection often referred to today as the
Rapture of the Church Age Saints. Keeping in
mind the word Saints, means a Saved Person not
what the church of Rome teaches which is a false
doctrine. Now lets move onto the blessed hope of
every believer, the coming of our Lord to take us
home to Heaven.

1 Corinthians 15:51-58 - Behold, I shew you a
mystery;, We shall not all sleep, but we shall all be
changed, In a moment, in the twinkling of an eye, at the
last trump: for the trumpet shall sound, and the dead

shall be raised incorruptible, and we shall be changed.
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For this corruptible must put on incorruption, and this
mortal must put on immortality. So when this
corruptible shall have put on incorruption, and this
mortal shall have put on immortality, then shall be
brought to pass the saying that is written, Death is
swallowed up in victory. O death, where is thy sting? O
grave, where is thy victory? The sting of death is sin;
and the strength of sin is the law. But thanks be to God,
which giveth us the victory through our Lord Jesus
Christ. Therefore, my beloved brethren, be ye stedfast,
unmoveable, always abounding in the work of the Lord,

forasmuch as ye know that your labour is not in vain in
the Lord.

Then the Apostle Paul tells us that the Lord
Himself will come to take us to Heaven.

1 Thessalonians 4:13-18 - But I would not have you to
be ignorant, brethren, concerning them which are
asleep, that ye sorrow not, even as others which have
no hope. For if we believe that Jesus died and rose
again, even so them also which sleep in Jesus will God
bring with him. For this we say unto you by the word of
the Lord, that we which are alive and remain unto the
coming of the Lord shall not prevent them which are
asleep. For the Lord himself shall descend from heaven
with a shout, with the voice of the archangel, and with
the trump of God: and the dead in Christ shall rise
first: Then we which are alive and remain shall be
caught up together with them in the clouds, to meet the
Lord in the air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord.
Wherefore comfort one another with these words.

Do not confuse this Resurrection with what is
referred to as the Second Coming of Jesus Christ
with His Saints at the end of the Tribulation. The
truth is there are three comings of Jesus Christ.

The first coming, the fulfillment of.

Isaiah 9:6-7 - For unto us a child is born, unto us a
son is given: and the government shall be upon his
shoulder: and his name shall be called Wonderful,
Counsellor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father,
The Prince of Peace. Of the increase of his government
and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of
David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to
establish it with judgment and with justice from
henceforth even for ever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts
will perform this.

That was when Mary was a virgin she gave
birth to Jesus. However she had six more children
after she gave birth to Jesus. Check Your Bible!!!
The teaching she remained a virgin is a lie.
Another false doctrine taught by the Church of
Rome. The Second Coming of Christ is the Secret
Coming when He comes to take us the Church
Age Saints to Heaven. No one knows the day or
hour of this coming of Jesus Christ, there is no
warning it could happen today.

Matthew 24:36-44 - But of that day and hour knoweth
no man, no, not the angels of heaven, but my Father
only. But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the
coming of the Son of man be. For as in the days that
were before the flood they were eating and drinking,
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marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that
Noe entered into the ark, And knew not until the flood
came, and took them all away, so shall also the coming
of the Son of man be. Then shall two be in the field, the
one shall be taken, and the other left. Two women shall
be grinding at the mill; the one shall be taken, and the
other left. Watch therefore: for ye know not what hour
your Lord doth come. But know this, that if the
goodman of the house had known in what watch the
thief would come, he would have watched, and would
not have suffered his house to be broken up. Therefore
be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the
Son of man cometh.

There is a gap between the Resurrection of the
Church Age Believers, and the start of the
Tribulation. The Seven Years of the Tribulation
does not start until the Antichrist signs a covenant
with Israel and many other nations for one week
meaning a seven year period. However he breaks
the covenant in the middle of the week (3 %
years)

Daniel 9:27 - And he shall confirm the covenant with
many for one week: and in the midst of the week he
shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and
for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it
desolate, even until the consummation, and that
determined shall be poured upon the desolate.

That starts the Great Tribulation. The Wrath of
God is poured out on a Christ rejecting world. At
the end of the Tribulation, at the Battle of
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Armageddon. We come back with the Lord at His
Third Coming. The Church Age Saints, that's us
the “Saved”, we are the bride of Christ. We are
arrayed in fine linen, clean and white.

Then the Bible says we come back behind the
Lord riding on white horses.

Revelation 19:1-21 - And after these things I heard a
great voice of much people in heaven, saying,
Alleluia,;Salvation, and glory, and honour, and power,
unto the Lord our God: For true and righteous are his
Judgments: for he hath judged the great whore, which
did corrupt the earth with her fornication, and hath
avenged the blood of his servants at her hand. And
again they said, Alleluia. And her smoke rose up for
ever and ever. And the four and twenty elders and the
four beasts fell down and worshipped God that sat on
the throne, saying, Amen; Alleluia. And a voice came
out of the throne, saying, Praise our God, all ye his
servants, and ye that fear him, both small and great.
And I heard as it were the voice of a great multitude,
and as the voice of many waters, and as the voice of
mighty thunderings, saying, Alleluia: for the Lord God
omnipotent reigneth. Let us be glad and rejoice, and
give honour to him: for the marriage of the Lamb is
come, and his wife hath made herself ready. And to her
was granted that she should be arrayed in fine linen,
clean and white: for the fine linen is the righteousness
of saints. And he saith unto me, Write, Blessed are they
which are called unto the marriage supper of the

Lamb. And he saith unto me, These are the true sayings
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of God. And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he
said wunto me, See thou do it not: I am thy
fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the
testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of
Jesus is the spirit of prophecy. And I saw heaven
opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon
him was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness
he doth judge and make war. His eyes were as a flame
of fire, and on his head were many crowns,; and he had
a name written, that no man knew, but he himself. And
he was clothed with a vesture dipped in blood: and his
name is called The Word of God. And the armies which
were in heaven followed him wupon white horses,
clothed in fine linen, white and clean. And out of his
mouth goeth a sharp sword, that with it he should smite
the nations: and he shall rule them with a rod of iron:
and he treadeth the winepress of the fierceness and
wrath of Almighty God. And he hath on his vesture and
on his thigh a name written, KING OF KINGS, AND
LORD OF LORDS. And I saw an angel standing in the
sun, and he cried with a loud voice, saying to all the
fowls that fly in the midst of heaven, Come and gather
yourselves together unto the supper of the great God;
That ye may eat the flesh of kings, and the flesh of
captains, and the flesh of mighty men, and the flesh of
horses, and of them that sit on them, and the flesh of all
men, both free and bond, both small and great. And I
saw the beast, and the kings of the earth, and their
armies, gathered together to make war against him that
sat on the horse, and against his army. And the beast

was taken, and with him the false prophet that wrought
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miracles before him, with which he deceived them that
had received the mark of the beast, and them that
worshipped his image. These both were cast alive into
a lake of fire burning with brimstone. And the remnant
were slain with the sword of him that sat upon the
horse, which sword proceeded out of his mouth: and all

the fowls were filled with their flesh.

Also if any of your
loved ones ended up in Hell you will have no
memory of them. Because the Lord said the
former things will not be remembered.

Ecclesiastes 1:11 - There is no remembrance of former
things; neither shall there be any remembrance of
things that are to come with those that shall come after.

Also look at.

Isaiah 65:17-19 - For, behold, I create new heavens
and a new earth: and the former shall not be
remembered, nor come into mind. But be ye glad and
rejoice for ever in that which I create: for, behold, I
create Jerusalem a rejoicing, and her people a joy. And
I will rejoice in Jerusalem, and joy in my people: and
the voice of weeping shall be no more heard in her, nor
the voice of crying.

We will be reigning and ruling for a thousand
years on the earth that has been restored to its
former glory. Read what it says about what life will
be like here on earth.

Isaiah 65:20-25 - There shall be no more thence an
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infant of days, nor an old man that hath not filled his
days: for the child shall die an hundred years old; but
the sinner being an hundred years old shall be
accursed. And they shall build houses, and inhabit
them,; and they shall plant vineyards, and eat the fruit
of them. They shall not build, and another inhabit; they
shall not plant, and another eat: for as the days of a
tree are the days of my people, and mine elect shall
long enjoy the work of their hands. They shall not
labour in vain, nor bring forth for trouble; for they are
the seed of the blessed of the LORD, and their offspring
with them. And it shall come to pass, that before they
call, I will answer, and while they are yet speaking, 1
will hear. The wolf and the lamb shall feed together,
and the lion shall eat straw like the bullock: and dust
shall be the serpent's meat. They shall not hurt nor
destroy in all my holy mountain, saith the LORD.

Now the parable of the talents, may give us
insight as to what we may be doing. Serving
during the thousand years of the Millennial Reign
of Jesus Christ.

Matthew 25:14-30 - For the kingdom of heaven is as a
man travelling into a far country, who called his own
servants, and delivered unto them his goods. And unto
one he gave five talents, to another two, and to another
one; to every man according to his several ability; and
straightway took his journey. Then he that had received
the five talents went and traded with the same, and
made them other five talents. And likewise he that had
received two, he also gained other two. But he that had

received one went and digged in the earth, and hid his
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lord's money. After a long time the lord of those servants
cometh, and reckoneth with them. And so he that had
received five talents came and brought other five talents,
saying, Lord, thou deliveredst unto me five talents:
behold, I have gained beside them five talents more. His
lord said unto him, Well done, thou good and faithful
servant: thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will
make thee ruler over many things: enter thou into the joy
of thy lord. He also that had received two talents came
and said, Lord, thou deliveredst unto me two talents:
behold, I have gained two other talents beside them. His
lord said unto him, Well done, good and faithful servant;
thou hast been faithful over a few things, I will make thee
ruler over many things: enter thou into the joy of thy
lord. Then he which had received the one talent came
and said, Lord, I knew thee that thou art an hard man,
reaping where thou hast not sown, and gathering where
thou hast not strawed: And I was afraid, and went and
hid thy talent in the earth: lo, there thou hast that is
thine. His lord answered and said unto him, Thou wicked
and slothful servant, thou knewest that I reap where I
sowed not, and gather where I have not strawed: Thou
oughtest therefore to have put my money to the
exchangers, and then at my coming I should have
received mine own with usury. Take therefore the talent
from him, and give it unto him which hath ten talents.
For unto every one that hath shall be given, and he shall
have abundance: but from him that hath not shall be
taken away even that which he hath. And cast ye the
unprofitable servant into outer darkness: there shall be
weeping and gnashing of teeth.
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Chapter Seven: Wow Again! The Age Of
Ages, On To Eternity. The Great White
Throne Judgment Of The Unsaved Dead.
God’s Renovation Program, He Creates New
Heavens And Earth.

First let's look at the Final Judgment on the
unsaved dead. Billions of people will be at this
judgment. The Bible says that more people will
end up in Hell. God does not send people to Hell.
They end up in Hell by rejecting the Lord Jesus
Christ, who died for their sins at Calvary, and rose
from the dead to pay their sin debt. Look at.

Matthew 7:13-14 - Enter ye in at the strait gate: for
wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to
destruction, and many there be which go in thereat:
Because strait is the gate, and narrow is the way,
which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it.

They should have trusted the Lord. Jesus said.

John 14:6 - Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the
truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but
by me.

A lot of church members will end up in Hell.
Read this.

Matthew 7:21-23 - Not every one that saith unto me,
Lord, Lord, shall enter into the kingdom of heaven,; but
he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven.
Many will say to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we
not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast
out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful
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works? And then will I profess unto them, I never knew
you: depart from me, ye that work iniqguity.

So sad, now what God plans to do concerning
the New Heavens and New Earth.

2 Peter 3:1-18 - This second epistle, beloved, I now
write unto you, in both which I stir up your pure minds
by way of remembrance: That ye may be mindful of the
words which were spoken before by the holy prophets,
and of the commandment of us the apostles of the Lord
and Saviour: Knowing this first, that there shall come
in the last days scoffers, walking after their own lusts,
And saying, Where is the promise of his coming? for
since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they
were from the beginning of the creation. For this they
willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the
heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of the
water and in the water: Whereby the world that then
was, being overflowed with water, perished: But the
heavens and the earth, which are now, by the same
word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against the
day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men. But,
beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day
is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand
years as one day. The Lord is not slack concerning his
promise, as some men count slackness; but is
longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should
perish, but that all should come to repentance. But the
day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night, in the
which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise,
and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth

also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.
Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved,
what manner of persons ought ye to be in all holy
conversation and godliness, Looking for and hasting
unto the coming of the day of God, wherein the heavens
being on fire shall be dissolved, and the elements shall
melt with fervent heat? Nevertheless we, according to
his promise, look for new heavens and a new earth,
wherein dwelleth righteousness. Wherefore, beloved,
seeing that ye look for such things, be diligent that ye
may be found of him in peace, without spot, and
blameless. And account that the longsuffering of our
Lord is salvation; even as our beloved brother Paul
also according to the wisdom given unto him hath
written unto you, As also in all his epistles, speaking in
them of these things; in which are some things hard to
be understood, which they that are unlearned and
unstable wrest, as they do also the other scriptures,
unto their own destruction. Ye therefore, beloved,
seeing ye know these things before, beware lest ye also,
being led away with the error of the wicked, fall from
your own stedfastness. But grow in grace, and in the
knowledge of our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. To
him be glory both now and for ever. Amen.

Here comes the good news, New Heavens and
a New Earth. We get a preview of what it will be
like. Read.

Revelation 21:1-27 - And I saw a new heaven and a
new earth: for the first heaven and the first earth were
passed away,; and there was no more sea. And I John
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saw the holy city, new Jerusalem, coming down from
God out of heaven, prepared as a bride adorned for
her husband. And I heard a great voice out of heaven
saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and
he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people,
and God himself shall be with them, and be their God.
And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes,; and
there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor
crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the
former things are passed away. And he that sat upon
the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. And he
said unto me, Write: for these words are true and
faithful. And he said unto me, It is done. I am Alpha
and Omega, the beginning and the end. I will give unto
him that is athirst of the fountain of the water of life
freely. He that overcometh shall inherit all things, and
I will be his God, and he shall be my son. But the
fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and
murderers, and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and
idolaters, and all liars, shall have their part in the lake
which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the
second death. And there came unto me one of the seven
angels which had the seven vials full of the seven last
plagues, and talked with me, saying, Come hither, 1
will shew thee the bride, the Lamb's wife. And he
carried me away in the spirit to a great and high
mountain, and shewed me that great city, the holy
Jerusalem, descending out of heaven from God, Having
the glory of God: and her light was like unto a stone
most precious, even like a jasper stone, clear as
crystal; And had a wall great and high, and had twelve
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gates, and at the gates twelve angels, and names
written thereon, which are the names of the twelve
tribes of the children of Israel: On the east three gates;
on the north three gates,; on the south three gates, and
on the west three gates. And the wall of the city had
twelve foundations, and in them the names of the twelve
apostles of the Lamb. And he that talked with me had a
golden reed to measure the city, and the gates thereof,
and the wall thereof. And the city lieth foursquare, and
the length is as large as the breadth: and he measured
the city with the reed, twelve thousand furlongs. The
length and the breadth and the height of it are equal.
And he measured the wall thereof, an hundred and
forty and four cubits, according to the measure of a
man, that is, of the angel. And the building of the wall
of it was of jasper: and the city was pure gold, like unto
clear glass. And the foundations of the wall of the city
were garnished with all manner of precious stones. The
first foundation was jasper, the second, sapphire; the
third, a chalcedony, the fourth, an emerald; The fifth,
sardonyx; the sixth, sardius, the seventh, chrysolite;
the eighth, beryl;, the ninth, a topaz, the tenth, a
chrysoprasus; the eleventh, a jacinth; the twelfth, an
amethyst. And the twelve gates were twelve pearls;
every several gate was of one pearl: and the street of
the city was pure gold, as it were transparent glass.
And I saw no temple therein: for the Lord God
Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it. And the
city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to
shine in it: for the glory of God did lighten it, and the

Lamb is the light thereof. And the nations of them
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which are saved shall walk in the light of it: and the
kings of the earth do bring their glory and honour into
it. And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for
there shall be no night there. And they shall bring the
glory and honour of the nations into it. And there shall
in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither
whatsoever worketh abomination, or maketh a lie: but
they which are written in the Lamb's book of life.

Also.

Revelation 22:1-21 - And he shewed me a pure river of
water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding out of the
throne of God and of the Lamb. In the midst of the
street of it, and on either side of the river, was there the
tree of life, which bare twelve manner of fruits, and
yielded her fruit every month: and the leaves of the tree
were for the healing of the nations. And there shall be
no more curse: but the throne of God and of the Lamb
shall be in it; and his servants shall serve him: And
they shall see his face; and his name shall be in their
foreheads. And there shall be no night there, and they
need no candle, neither light of the sun; for the Lord
God giveth them light: and they shall reign for ever
and ever. And he said unto me, These sayings are
faithful and true: and the Lord God of the holy
prophets sent his angel to shew unto his servants the
things which must shortly be done. Behold, I come
quickly: blessed is he that keepeth the sayings of the
prophecy of this book. And I John saw these things, and
heard them. And when I had heard and seen, I fell
down to worship before the feet of the angel which
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shewed me these things. Then saith he unto me, See
thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy
brethren the prophets, and of them which keep the
sayings of this book: worship God. And he saith unto
me, Seal not the sayings of the prophecy of this book:
for the time is at hand. He that is unjust, let him be
unjust still: and he which is filthy, let him be filthy still:
and he that is righteous, let him be righteous still: and
he that is holy, let him be holy still. And, behold, I come
quickly, and my reward is with me, to give every man
according as his work shall be. I am Alpha and Omega,
the beginning and the end, the first and the last.
Blessed are they that do his commandments, that they
may have right to the tree of life, and may enter in
through the gates into the city. For without are dogs,
and sorcerers, and whoremongers, and murderers, and
idolaters, and whosoever loveth and maketh a lie. I
Jesus have sent mine angel to testify unto you these
things in the churches. I am the root and the offspring
of David, and the bright and morning star. And the
Spirit and the bride say, Come. And let him that
heareth say, Come. And let him that is athirst come.
And whosoever will, let him take the water of life
freely. For I testify unto every man that heareth the
words of the prophecy of this book, If any man shall
add unto these things, God shall add unto him the
plagues that are written in this book: And if any man
shall take away from the words of the book of this
prophecy, God shall take away his part out of the book
of life, and out of the holy city, and from the things

which are written in this book. He which testifieth these
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things saith, Surely I come quickly. Amen. Even so,
come, Lord Jesus. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ
be with you all. Amen.
